Today you can begin 
your fast by praying that God 
would help you to remove all 
obstacles so that you can focus 
solely on Him.

DAY TWO. 
FREEDOM

We are all called to lead in some 
way, and leading for Jesus simply 
means that we are sensitive to 
how we can serve those who we 
have been entrusted with (family, 
friends, co-workers, etc). Today, 
ask God how you can lead [serve] 
more effectively and how your 
leadership can mirror the 
characteristics of Jesus.

Trust God that this 
will be your best year yet as you 
allow Him to make it your best 
year spiritually.
